At ECLC, while we do provide many daily opportuni-
ties for our students to develop their understanding
of literacy, mathematics and other academic-related
topics, we also place a strong emphasis on developing
these more social-oriented skills. Research shows
that a well-developed sense of fairness and coopera-
tion with peers as well as an ability to solve conflict
appropriately are better predictors of later school
success than a high level of achievement in more aca-
demic tasks. A happy and well-balanced child who
gets along well with others and enjoys coming to
school will naturally rise to his/her intellectual ability
as long as the opportunities for learning are made
available in the learning environment. These children
are generally more engaged in learning activities and
benefit from their high level of involvement with
others in a friendly and positive environment.
