Head of School Report

· The curriculum evening was a success with more than 100 parents attending; if there is any feedback regarding the evening (good or bad) please let Julia know.

· Reading programme to begin in Garden House with parent volunteers to assist the children, training will be required and notification and details have already been distributed.

· Halloween parade on 26th, sparks your child’s interest in it by beginning  to talk about Halloween and let them help in the design or choosing of a costume, both schools will be decorated accordingly, trick or treat (smell my feet-give me something good to eat!) will be done and each class (via room parents) will be provided with one treat.

· Observation week is at the end of the week and appointment times will be scheduled by the teachers, if you have any scheduled appointments, advising the teachers in advance may help with scheduling to ensure you get a chance to see your child in the class room setting.  Observations are routinely made for a set period of time whereby you can observe your child going about their normal school activities; this also provides a springboard for the upcoming parent teacher conferences.

· The winter concert this year will revolve around a Christmas story however each class will be given the opportunity of performing individually within the framework of the performance.  Ruby Looney has volunteered to head up the concert decorations committee (thank you Ruby!)

· Several staffing positions are open currently.  Both schools need a librarian for a full day in each school, this permanent position will begin from January.  Treetops require a toddler room teacher as from January to accommodate the new class.  The school also requires a music teacher.  Please contact Julia if you know of anyone or are interested in the positions.

Thank you to all the parent volunteers during the original artwork sessions.  All artwork has been sent home and MUST be returned by Friday 13 October, in order for it to be shipped to the US early the following week.  This will allow us to have the orders back in good time for Christmas.
